King

Redeemer of the world, belongs full right to pass
definitive judgement of the works and hearts and
every human being. He acquired this right by
His cross. The Father judges no one, but has
given all judgment to the Son.. and was given
authority to execute judgement, because He is
the Son of Man (Un. 5:22-27).

When the Son of Man comes in glory, and all the
angels with Him, He will sit on His glorious
throne. Jesus in the course of His preaching
referred frequently to the judgement on the last
day. On that day each must give an account of
his/her life as described in today’s Gospel. It is up
to each person to accept or reject Christ’s words.
The words of Christ have the power of light and
show what is in an individual. Our acceptance of
Christ’s
attempt to draw the curtain to shut out the light

words mean salvation. But if we

that is Christ, we will experience rejection.

In brief, Christ is the Lord of eternal life. As a
Redeemer of the world, full of right to pass
judgement on the works of and hearts of men
and women belongs to Him.
