Dear Friends in Christ, 

This Sunday, we, as a parish, are going to  
witness the Rite of Enrollment for our  
Confirmation Candidates at the 11:30 AM 
Mass. We request you to pray fervently for 
our young people who are about to receive 
the fullness of their communion with the 
Catholic Church and, as such, be willing and 
ready to become a witness of the faith and 
the willing to defend the faith and live out 
that faith day after day as what Jesus  
intends them to be.  

On Saturday, February 10, the families of the 
First Communicants are making the banners 
for the candidates for First Communion in the 
parish hall. May they enjoy this special time. 

Keep in mind that the Lent starts on  
ASH WEDNESDAY, February 14. Our full 
schedule of Masses and services are  
announced. Also, please see the Lenten  
regulations as announced by our bishop and 
placed in this weekends bulletin.  

FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

“Remember that my life is like the wind: I 
shall not see happiness again.” Some of us 
may repeat this sentence of Job because life 
indeed goes very fast and we encounter so 
many painful and senseless events: lack of 
understanding, hate and revenge, the death 
of a beloved family member, injustice and 
poverty in society, cruelty and violence. Every 
week we must read tragedies. “Life is like the 
wind----I shall not see happiness again.” 

This text of Job in the 1st reading is used as a 
backdrop to describe a day in the life of Jesus. 

It is easy 
to  
describe 
a day in 
our life: 
we get up, say some prayers, eat breakfast, go 
to our job, perhaps taking care of our kids 
and the family, some recreation and we are 
ready for the night.  

In the beginning of Mark’s Gospel, he  
describes a day in Jesus’ ministry. It is a bit 
more complicated and busier. It is Sabbath 
day, Jesus gets up. After breakfast he goes to 
the synagogue, preaches and listens to other 
people who also want to bring a message.  
Towards the evening, he goes to the house of 
Simon Peter but there is nothing to eat: the 
mother-in-law is sick. He heals the mother- 
in-law and “she waited on the visitors.” In the 
evening, the whole town gathers at the door, 
bringing the sick and those possessed by  
demons.” It is time for a good night rest----but 
Jesus disappears” “He went off to a deserted 
place where he prayed.”  

That is the key solution where Jesus gets the 
strength and the stamina to heal people, to 
make people whole. He somehow gets new 
energy by recentering his life, by recalling his 
faith in a God who does not want people to 
suffer. God is a caring and compassionate  
Father and Mother---God cares, and so I must 
care. In Jesus, we meet this powerful  
combination of faith, prayer and action. 
Amen.

SPONSORSHIP FOR THE  
SACRAMENT OF BAPTISM AND 

CONFIRMATION 

The godparents, together with the parents, must 
be willing to help the baptized grow in love for 
Christ and neighbor. By word and example, the  
godparents will encourage the candidate to live 

the Christian life and fulfill faithfully the obligations 
connected with it (cf. Code of Canon Law, c. 872-874).  

Requirements to Obtain a  
Sponsor Certificate/Letters of Eligibility 

In St. Catherine’s Parish and in all Catholic Parishes in the U.S.  

�� A sponsor must have received the Sacraments 
of Baptism, Holy Eucharist, & Confirmation and 
if married, married in the Catholic Church. 
 

�� A sponsor must be at least 16 years of age. 
 

�� A sponsor attends Mass faithfully participating 
in the life and support of the Church, receiving 
the Eucharist, and leading a life according to 
the teachings of the Church.  

For sponsor requests from St. Catherine’s,  
you must be registered at  

St. Catherine of Siena Parish and registered for 
at least six (6) months prior to the request, 

showing participation in the life & support of 
the Church.  

Note, if he/she received all his/her sacraments 
here at St. Catherine of Siena Parish years ago but 
now lives elsewhere, he/she is not a member of 
this parish.  

Rather, he/she is a member of the parish in whose 
territory he/she resides. This is where the  
sponsor certificate must be obtained.

Baptismal Preparation Class  
prior to scheduling the Baptism. 

Godparents are required to provide Sponsor  
Certificates before a Baptismal date is given.

“Holy God, We Praise Thy Name” is a hymn that exalts 
the divine majesty and glory of God. Rooted in  
Christian worship traditions, this hymn is a powerful 
expression of praise and adoration. The lyrics,  
originally written in Latin as “Te Deum,” have been 
translated into various languages over the centuries. 
The hymn acknowledges God’s supremacy, thanking 
and glorifying Him for the wonders of creation and  
salvation. It resonates with the biblical theme of prais-
ing God for His greatness, as seen in verses like 
Psalm 145:3, which states, “Great is the LORD and 
most worthy of praise; his greatness no one can fath-
om.” Drawing inspiration from scriptural themes, “Holy 
God, We Praise Thy Name” echoes the praise found in 
the Book of Revelation. The hymn aligns with the 
heavenly worship depicted in Revelation 4:8, where 
celestial beings continuously declare, “Holy, holy, holy 
is the Lord God Almighty, who was, and is, and is to 
come.”

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 

During the days and weeks of penance that lie ahead --- from Ash Wednesday, February 14, 2024, un�l Holy  
Thursday morning, March 28, 2024 --- the Catholic Church throughout the world commemorates the peniten�al  
season of Lent ending with the Sacred Triduum of Holy Week. The model Jesus gave us for “these forty days” was his 
own experience in the desert and the tempta�ons that followed him there where he encountered Satan face to face.  
And yet, Jesus, there in the desert --- alone, fas�ng and in intense prayer --- beat back the devil and triumphed over 
tempta�on, as strong and as unrelen�ng as it was throughout those forty days. 

We enter the desert of Lent like Jesus, led by the Holy Spirit, to face our devils, our tempta�ons head on.  But we are 
not alone.  The Lord Jesus Christ is with us.  And so, too, is the Church, the en�re community of faith observing Lent.  
Here is what the Catholic Church in the United States requires of us as bap�zed Catholics: 

The days of FAST (only one full meal) and ABSTINENCE (no meat) are Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  No  
dispensa�ons are granted on these solemn days except for reason of sickness or those provided in canon law  
below.  ALL OTHER FRIDAYS OF LENT are days of ABSTINENCE. 

The pastor of a parish has the faculty to give a dispensa�on to individual parishioners in his parish and the  
Diocesan Bishop alone has the authority to dispense groups of Catholics but only for a serious reason. 

Those who are automa�cally dispensed from fast and abs�nence regula�ons outside the age limits noted below 
include: the physically or mentally ill, especially individuals suffering from chronic illnesses such as diabetes.  Also 
included in the dispensa�on are women who are pregnant or nursing.  In all cases, common sense should prevail, 
and ill persons should not further jeopardize their health by fas�ng. 

Those between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to FAST (only one full meal) as noted above.  From the age of 14, 
people are also obliged to ABSTAIN: this obliga�on prohibits the ea�ng of meat, but not eggs, milk products or 
condiments of any kind, even though made from animal fat. 

The obliga�on to observe the laws of fast and abs�nence is a serious one for Catholics.  Failure to observe one 
peniten�al day in itself is not considered a serious sin.  It is the inten�onal failure to observe any peniten�al days 
at all, or a substan�al number of peniten�al days, that must be considered a serious ma�er. 

The obliga�on, the privilege really, of receiving the Eucharist at least once a year --- o�en called “Easter duty” --- 
for those in the state of grace should s�ll be fulfilled during the period from the First Sunday of Lent,  
February 17-18, 2024, to Trinity Sunday, May 25-26, 2024. However, the Church’s law does permit this precept to 
be fulfilled at another �me during the year when there is a just cause. 

I want to encourage all Catholics, especially those who are conscious of serious sin, to go to Confession and to make 
use of the sacrifices and tradi�ons that have always been part of our Lenten prac�ces in the Church. 

We do, indeed, fast and pray with the Lord Jesus and with our fellow Catholics.  May this Lent be a �me of Penance 
leading to grace and joy for us all at Easter.
