This traveling exhibit by the Diocese of Trenton has been 

created to assist those who experience it to affirm belief in 

the Real Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist. It is based upon 

the website created by Blessed Carlos Acutis to catalogue all 

of the eucharistic miracles that have taken place worldwide. 

The exhibit is circular and is divided into sections or rooms in 

which information about the Eucharistic miracles is  

displayed. Each panel names a miracle, recounts the story of 

its occurrence and the country where it took place. The  

panels are arranged in chronological order from the early 

Third Century to 2013. 

Blessed Carlo Acutis died of leukemia in 2006 at the age of 

15. Blessed Carlo was a “normal kid” in every way, but also 

developed a deep devotion to the Holy Eucharist at an early 

age. He was beatified in 2020, putting him on the path to 

becoming the first millennial Saint. Earlier this year, Bishop 

David O’Connell named Blessed Carlo the patron of all  

Catholic Schools and young people in the  

Trenton Diocese.
